Possible Boxing Match set for Saturday, February 9, 2008

Local restaurateur, Jim Mitchell will be challenging Dan Onorato to a three round rubber match.
On Saturday, February 9, 2008 at the Downtown Hilton Ballroom there will be an amateur
boxing benefit pitting local law enforcement against local firemen.

If he doesn’t, we are not only getting the word out about a wonderful benefit, but
we are bringing attention to public servants whose sacrifices are all too often over looked.”

Jim looks forward to Dan’s reply. In the meantime, Jim’s cornerman and trainer, John Petrolias,
of the Smithfield Cafe had this advice for Jim, “Whatever you do, watch for the low blows.”
